RE: One Bay Area Grant (OBAG) Cycle 2 Funding Strategy Actions

Background:
Every four to five years, federal cycle funds are available for distribution at the regional level. In

the San Francisco Bay Area, the Metropolitan Transportation Commission (MTC) calls these
federal cycle funds the One Bay Area Grant (OBAG). MTC has now set out policies and
established funding amounts for the second cycle of OBAG called OBAG 2. This covers Fiscal
Years (FYs) 2017-18 through 2021-22.

Based on MTC’s criteria for distribution, population and housing production, STA was allocated
a total $21.17M over the next five years. At its meeting on September 14, 2016, the STA Board
programmed $2.75 million in Congestion Mitigation and Air Quality (CMAQ) funds to sustain
the Solano Safe Routes to School and Solano Mobility/Rideshare Programs, $6.86 million in
OBAG 2 Surface Transportation Program (STP) funds to fund STA’s planning, project delivery
and fund programming efforts over the five year cycle, $5.9 million in OBAG STP funds have
been set aside to the cities by formula for eligible activities (such as road maintenance and safety
projects) and $1.506 million in Federal Aid Secondary (FAS) and $2.05 million of North Bay
Priority Conservation Area (PCA) funds have been set aside to the County of Solano.

At this meeting, the STA Board also issued a Call for Projects for remaining CMAQ funds. The
Call for Projects is for $4,646,003 of CMAQ funds with funds to be distributed on a competitive
basis, using the criteria approved by the Board at the same time. The Call for Projects was open
for eight weeks — from September 14" though November 18, 2016.

Solano County jurisdictions submitted a total of 13 projects during the OBAG Cycle 2 CMAQ
Call for Projects. Project sponsors submitted projects totaling $17.3M in CMAQ funds requests
with only $4.6M available; a nearly 4 to 1 ratio. Eligible CMAQ projects types included bike
lanes, pedestrian improvements, transit improvements, Safe Routes to Schools (SR2S) projects,
and road diets. The list of projects submitted is provided in Attachment A.

Discussion:

OBAG Cycle 2 CMAQ Funding Recommendations

On May 10, 2017, STA staff recommended to the STA Board of Directors to balance and
leverage the funding from OBAG Cycle 2 with recent awards from the Active Transportation
Program (ATP) and OBAG Cycle 1 so that each jurisdiction has a city transportation priority
project funded in the upcoming years. During ATP Cycle 2, Benicia and Vallejo received
funding for Safe Routes to School project. Vallejo, Suisun City, and Fairfield were all recently
awarded grant funds for ATP Cycle 3 with assistance and support provided by STA staff. The
biggest recipients for OBAG Cycle 1 funds were Vallejo’s Downtown Streetscape Phase 111 and
IV and Dixon’s West B Undercrossing. Another large factor related to which projects were
selected is the MTC mandated requirement that 50% of all OBAG Cycle 2 funds must be spent
within a Priority Development Area (PDA).
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Based on a combination of project scoring, the 50% PDA requirement, geographical distribution
of funding, availability of funding options, and a requirement to spend an additional $438,547 on
Solano SR2S related projects or programs, STA staff recommended four of the 13 submitted
projects be selected for CMAQ funds from OBAG Cycle 2, in addition to programming the
required allocation amount to a Solano SR2S project and the SR2S program. These
recommendations were approved by the STA Board and can be found in Attachment B.

Tier 2 Projects Funding Strategy

STA staff is also supportive of attempting to fund a number of the remaining OBAG 2 submitted
projects over the timeframe of OBAG 2 funding. A number of Tier 2 projects and one of the
Tier 1 projects not recommended for CMAQ funding through the OBAG Cycle 2 program are
recommended for funding or as priorities for grants from other funding sources such as Yolo-
Solano Air Quality Management District (YSAQMD), Transportation Development Act Article
3 (TDAS3), Bay Area Air Quality Management District (BAAQMD), and Active Transportation
Program (ATP). STA staff recommended a multi-year funding strategy, utilizing these
alternative funding sources, be developed in collaboration with the Bicycle Advisory Committee
(BAC) and the Pedestrian Advisory Committee (PAC) as well as individual project sponsors.
Tier 2 projects and their recommended funding strategy were approved by the STA Board and
can be found in Attachment C.

Fiscal Impact:

Background:
Every 5 years, Solano County’s TDA Article 3 funds may be allocated for bicycle and pedestrian

planning efforts. The STA maintains both the Countywide Bicycle Transportation Plan and the
Countywide Pedestrian Transportation Plan. Both were adopted in 2012. Each of these
documents are in need of an update because of priority bicycle and pedestrian project lists being
out of date, changes in state funding programs, and the creation of a -new designation of bicycle
facility (Class IV).

The STA Board approved allocating TDA Article 3 funds for this effort at the July 13, 2016
meeting.

Discussion:

STA staff has considered several approaches to this update, from the least involved minor update
of project lists provided by agency staff, to a more complete update of the planning document.
STA is also examining to what extent in-house staff time will be used versus hired time by
outside consultants.

In addition to STA’s countywide plans, several cities have expressed interest in developing city-
specific active transportation plans. Some of these cities have general plans which identify this as
a follow-up task, and other cities are motivated by aligning their priority Active Transportation
Projects (ATP) for future funding opportunities. The cities of Benicia, Dixon, Rio Vista, Suisun
City, and Vallejo have expressed interest in utilizing these funds for city-specific active
transportation plans. By combining the countywide efforts and a few local jurisdiction efforts,
staff foresees a higher return on investment as well as cooperative planning documents. STA
staff has obtained initial estimates for a range of options and approaches.

STA received approval from the STA Board of Directors in February 2017 to release a RFP from
consulting firms. One or more consultants will add bike and pedestrian plan expertise to the plan
development team.

STA staff is presenting the purpose statement to the PAC, followed by the BAC, the TAC, and

the STA Board. STA staff seeks consensus from all groups to focus the RFP and to guide the
plan throughout the process.

ATTACHMENT A

The purpose of the Solano ATP is to increase participation in Active Transportation in Solano
County.

Active Transportation is bicycling and walking, rather than riding in a motorized vehicle. The
trip taken can be to or from the home, to or from work, school or shopping, to or from a transit
center, to or from recreation — for any reason at all. Active trips can be long or short, and can be
taken by children or adults. They can be taken by Solano residents or visitors. The key is that
they are Active trips.

STA wants to promote Active Transportation for a number or reasons. The reason first is to
improve the health of residents and visitors. The second is to improve the function of the local
transportation network while helping reduce harmful air emissions. The third reason is the
reduction in the cost of building and maintaining the local and regional transportation

system. Finally, the fourth reason is to improve the access to activities across the county for
people of all income levels. Many of the poorer members of our communities can’t afford a car,
but would have greatly expanded opportunities open to them if they could bike or walk to
wherever they want to go.

How do we expect to promote Active Transportation? First of all, by identifying a complete
network of paths, trails, lanes, crossings and other physical facilities that can be used for Active
trips. The second step is to then build out that network in a logical manner. If You Build It, They
Will Come is a truism in the modern world, but if you don’t build it, they never will. A third step
is to maintain what’s been built. A fourth and final step, occurring parallel with the others, is to
make sure everyone is aware of what is and what will be.

Who we target these improvements to is also a key component of the plan. About 1% to 2% of
the population are strong and confident enough to bicycle anywhere, and about 40% of the overall
population won’t ride a bike under any situation. There is a vast ‘middle’ that would like to
bicycle to, and walk around, major activity areas in our communities, but only if there is a
reasonably safe way to do so. This Plan primarily aims to address the needs and desires of those
residents.

Not every trip is a good candidate for Active Transportation. Hauling raw or finished materials to
or from a manufacturing center or traveling to a nearby international airport are just two
examples. There are, however, many trips that could be Active today, but are not. This Plan
seeks to create the conditions that allow those who want to move from one place to another in an
Active manner to do so.

The Solano Transportation Authority (STA) administers the Countywide Pedestrian

Transportation Plan that identifies and plans for the implementation of countywide pedestrian
transportation projects.

The Pedestrian Priority Project List is developed through a collaborative effort between the
Pedestrian Advisory Committee (PAC), STA staff, and public works and planning staff from the
member agencies. This creates a consistent foundation for the funding and delivery of projects
in Solano County. An annual review of the Projects List is conducted to ensure that the list is up
to date as projects are completed and priorities change at the local level.

Discussion:

The process for updating the Priority Project List involves STA staff beginning with the
previously adopted list, eliminating completed projects, consulting with the various agencies on
their current priorities, and finally identifying projects that are most ready for construction which
are listed as either Tier 1 or Tier 2. All other projects fall to a master list of other envisioned
projects.

In general, STA staff used the following as guidelines to determine Tier 1 and Tier 2 projects:

1. Tier 1 projects are those that have a complete funding plan, have environmental approval,
and can be implemented within three years.

2. Tier 2 projects have been initiated by either a feasibility study, or have begun
environmental review process, but have not reached Tier 1 status.

The attached list of Tier 1 and Tier 2 pedestrian projects was unanimously approved at the June
2, 2016 PAC meeting with minor revisions, the June 29, 2016 Technical Advisory Committee
(TAC) meeting, and the July 13, 2016 STA Board of Directors meeting.

Background:
In January 2016, the STA Bicycle Advisory Committee (BAC) approved a strategy to

pursue funding for the purpose of redesigning the bike map and producing more
wayfinding signs. Since that time, STA staff successfully secured $100,000 for a
combined effort to redesign the bike map and install wayfinding signs. This funding came
from the Bay Area Air Quality Management District ($60,000) and the Yolo-Solano Air
Quality Management District ($40,000).

The focus of these funds is to increase cycling in Solano County on the existing bicycle
system. While STA staff still plans to redesign the overall map of bikeways in the county,
the need and support for a promotional effort to highlight Solano County’s existing bike
system continues to grow.

STA staff proposed a more targeted map highlighting the best bike rides available in
Solano County, showcasing the natural assets and bicycle infrastructure investments
available to and enjoyed by cyclists in the area. Benefits to this approach include a faster
production time, smaller budget, and the flexibility to have both a comprehensive map
and a promotional piece that is more user-friendly.

The guidelines of the proposed map mirrored those previously discussed with the BAC
including the following:

e Top Ten rides in Solano County as a way to highlight and promote cycling in the
area

e Simpler design focusing on what is necessary for the end user

e Smaller printed version of the map

e Mobile friendly

The map and the signage will work together to promote cycling in Solano County. The
map was printed and distributed as part of Bike to Work Day in May of 2017. The map
will be used for Solano Mobility campaigns, local community events, and will be placed
at transportation centers. The map will also be featured on our website.
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Discussion:
STA staff has received positive feedback on the Solano County Top Ten Bike Rides since
it was published and distributed in early May 2017.

The STA now seeks to create a similar product for walking in Solano County. The
product is anticipated to be delivered in spring 2018.

STA staff is bringing this item in advance to the PAC in order to gauge interest and to
begin the discussion.
